SCORING: The first 5 finishers per school will score. The 6™ and 7™ runners on each team
can displace. All additional runners and individuals without complete teams will
not be factored into the team scoring.

AWARDS: Individual awards to the Top-10 finishers in each race. Team awards for the 1%
and 2" place teams in each race.

TRAINER: There will be an athletic trainer (with ice and basic first aid) stationed near
the finish area. However, athletes need to bring their own sports tape & pre-
wrap if they want to get taped before their races.
